Agreements for FAS Venue Application
Venues


Venues in Fine Arts School (FAS) comprise three galleries, which are Na-Pei Art Gallery, 8 & 1/2 Art Space, and Ink Painting Gallery. All Galleries are located in the Building of Fine Arts Dept. and are available for fine art exhibitions. It is intended to promote diverse in-campus art events and creativities, as well as to empower students’ experiences of organizing art exhibitions and events, independently.

Na-Pei Art Gallery is divided into three areas, which are located at 1st, 2nd and 3rd floor of FAS Building. The main area of Na-Pei Art Gallery is located on the 1st floor, which has a long hallway-like layout and covers an area of 66.6 square meters. The Ink Painting Gallery is located on the 2nd floor area of Na-Pei Art Gallery, which has a hallway-like layout and covers an area of 60.4 square meters. 8 & 1/2 Art Space has a L-shape layout and covers an area of 33 square meters. All galleries are simply suitable for any type of miniature art exhibitions.

Hours of Availability
Daily 9:00am - 5:30pm. All galleries of FAS will be closed during Summer & Winter break, and whenever school-examine takes place, as well as on those days when the FAS Building shut.

Application Period
1.  Schedules for the first semester (September– December) are arranged by May of the previous semester, and schedules for the second semester (February– June) are arranged by December of the previous semester.

2.  Applications during the periods of summer or winter break may be accepted depending on availability of each gallery.

3.  Application for using FAS Galleries should be made at least one semester in advance of the opening date.

4.  To check for availability you can consult the Announcement section of the FAS website or call (02)2893-8250.
5.  For exchange and international students who cannot stay in Taiwan over 2 semesters, please contact with the FAS Office to arrange a schedule directly.
Application Procedures

1. Applicant
   (1)  Students, alumni, exchange students or international students of FAS.
※ Part of venue schedules will be reserved for graduate and undergraduate senior students for holding their graduated exhibitions.
(2)  Students of Taipei National University of the Arts (Only 3 applications will be opened to non-FAS students).
(3)  Off-campus artists or cultural professionals, public or private cultural/artistic organizations or schools (Application only accepted by a proposal or project).
2. Required materials
(1)  A copy of application form.
(2)  A copy of CD-Rom, which contains a brief description of individual artworks, and all imagines of individual artworks, which will be exhibited in the exhibition you are going to apply to. 
(3)  A refundable deposit of NT$1000 for students of FAS of TNUA, NT$ 1,500 for alumni of TNUA, and NT$ 2,000 for off-campus students, professionals, organizations, and schools.
3. Fees
No fees will be charged but a refundable deposit aforementioned is required for each application.
4. How to apply
(1)  Please mail or hand in all required materials before mentioned to the FAS Office druing office hours 10:00am - 4:00 pm, Monday through Firday.
(2)  The deadline of venue application for each semester will be announced one semester advance.
5. Evaluation
All applications will be evaluated by the committee of FAS. The committee composes 3-5 full time professors of FAS. For evaluating all applications, the Committee meeting will be held 2 weeks after the deadline of application. The result will be announced on the website of FAS as well as will inform each applicant by email. Before the evaluation result comes out, any inquiry won’t be accepted.
Regulations
1.  One week is the maximum period for each application.

2.  Deposit has to be paid when individual application has been issued, otherwise the application won’t be issued. 
3.  Cancellation for venue application has to be made one month before the exhibition holding.

4.  The set-up of exhibition has to be done by Monday noon, and the take-down has to be finished by afternoon Saturday.

5.  At least a 90cm-wide walking path has to be kept during the period of exhibition due to all galleries are actually located in hallways of the FAS Building.

6.  During the period of exhibition, applicant has to self-manage the security for displaying artworks and facility maintaining.

7.  2 Weeks after the exhibition has ended up, applicant has to hand in a CD-Rom, which contains data below:

  (1)  Images of all artworks which are displayed in the exhibition.

(2)  Any article or exposition related to the exhibition.
(3)  The complete record for the exhibition which contains images for set-up, take-down and opening…etc.
8. After exhibition ended, the deposit will be refunded under the conditions at below:

(1)  Everything has to get back to normal and get back to what it originally is

(2)  No violation relate to one of the regulations aforementioned

(3)  No damage has caused in the venue, including devices and equipments.
